Who Should Use These Products?

Everyone six months and older
should get an updated flu vaccine.
People 65 and older should get a
high-dose or adjuvanted flu vac-
cine, if available.

Everyone six months and older
should get an updated vaccine.
Some groups may need additional
doses to stay up to date.

Adults aged 60 and older

People who are 32-36 weeks preg-
nant during RSV season

Infants entering or born during
RSV season

What Are the Benefits?

Flu vaccines reduce the risk of flu
illness, severe illness, hospitalization,
and death.

COVID-19 vaccines are safe and effec-
tive at protecting people from seri-
ous COVID-19 illness, hospitalization,
death, and Long COVID.

Vaccination against RSV can help pre-
vent severe RSV illness, hospitaliza-
tion, and death.

Vaccination against RSV while preg-
nant can help protect babies from
severe RSV illness, hospitalization,
and death.

Immunization against RSV from
monoclonal antibodies can help pre-
vent severe RSV illness, hospitaliza-
tion, and death.
